Stormwater Update

Many residents and lawn care companies are unaware that leaves blown into stormdrains can cause flood-
ing and increase maintenance costs. The leaves also wash from stormdrains into streams where they kill
plant and animal life as they decompose.

Leaves blown into the street or left along the curb end up washing into stormdrains when it rains, causing
the same problems. Streets also become very slippery and hazardous for cars, service crews, and pedestrians
when leaves put there get wet and start to break down.

The Solid Waste Department picks up leaves, grass clippings, and tree limbs for free on a regular basis.
For a pickup schedule, call (706) 613-3501. Lawn care companies are responsible for removing the leaves
and grass clippings they collect from a cust

Because of the problems it causes to our stormdrain system, dumping any material into a stormdrain is a
fineable offense for both businesses and residents. Please help protect your neighborhood from flooding and
slippery streets by properly bagging or mulching your leaves, or by reminding your lawn care company to
do so.

You look out the window and see an unfamiliar vehicle in your drive
and a stranger at your door.
WHAT DO YOU DO?

Option 16 DO NOT open the door! A legitimate visitor or business person should call you
first to arrange the visit. Never feel th
stranger and jeopardize your personal safety.

Option 26 If you do choose to open the door, and then the stranger begins a sales pitch,
DO NOT et him or her step inside your home. Do not hesitate to close and lock the door if
the visitor makes you uncomfortable.

Option 36 The best advice of all: CALL 911 /mmediately to report the stranger on your
doorstep. The police stand ready and willing to deal with any unfamiliar person on your

property.
