
     The SPLOST 2005 Winterville Sanitary Sewer Line Extension, designed to serve the Five Points 

Commercial District, began July 6, 2005 as the monthly receipts of funds were deposited in the 
City of Winterville SPLOST account. 
 
   Preliminary engineering, layout, surveying, plans, profiles and other features were developed in 
the early days of the project. George Chandler, PE and City of Winterville City Engineer, working 
with Brett Chandler & Associates Inc. provided outstanding professional services from start to fin-
ish of the project. City Attorney, Al Stone saw to the legal aspects of the project.  In addition, there 
were numerous meetings with Athens-Clarke County Public Utilities, State of Georgia EPD, Clarke 
County Schools officials and private property owners concerning the route of the sewer line.  Co-
operative efforts of all individuals and government agencies involved in the timely and cost-saving 

acquisition of all necessary easements for the sewer line. 

   Several adjustments and revisions for new profiles were required to move the project forward 
before completion of the final engineering design.  On May 25, 2007, following completion and 
ratification of the final design advertising for sealed bids was begun. A public reading of the sub-
mitted sealed bids was held at Winterville City Hall on June 19, 2007.   Following the public read-
ing of the bids, City of Winterville City Engineer, Chandler reviewed all the submitted bids prior to 
recommending to the City Council that the firm of Harrison and Harrison, Inc be awarded the bid 
for the sewer project.  The contract for the project was signed on July 3, 2007 and work com-
menced on July 5, 2007. 

   We are proud to report to the citizens that the project to bring sewer service to the Five Points 
Commercial District was completed on time and under budget.  In addition, and due to the gifting 
of easements for the project by all property owners,  and outstanding cooperation and planning by 
all agencies and firms involved, the City of Winterville was left with  a surplus of funds in the 
SPLOST 2005  Program Project.   

   With funds available, a decision was made to continue with yet another sewer project on Avery 
Street.   Property owners endorsed the project by donating all necessary right of way for the sewer 
line.  The Avery Street project was begun in January 2008 and completed in February 2008.   The 
third part of the project, started in March 2008, began at the corner of Church Street and Marigold 
Lane, and extended to an existing manhole on Main Street.  The final leg of the project began at 
the corner of Dozier Street  and Main Street, followed Main Street beneath Parkview Drive and 
ended at an existing manhole on Main Street adjacent to the Depot.  Again, property owners of the 
city donated necessary right of way or easements for the project and the construction was com-
pleted in May 2008.   

   This comprehensive City of Winterville sewer project, totally funded by SPLOST 2005 funds was 
completed and paid for by May 21, 2008.
